In other 
words, a mechanism is needed to prevent a situation where branded-animal’s cells are used without 
permission of the animal farmers or with any scheme that the farmers would consider it as exploitation

The Definition 
and 

Nomenclature

 In determining the definition and name of cultivated food products, we do not simply translate the terms used 
overseas but will consider factors such as the manufacturing methods of cultivated foods and the acceptance 
of Japanese consumers, and explore a rational and understandable nomenclature of cultivated food in
Japanese while aiming for unified usage by domestic stakeholders
